On motion by Jim Humphreys, seconded by Roy Roberts and carried by
unanimous vote, Council moved that Milas D. Franks, City Manager be =
appointed as Liaison Qfficer for Census Bureau Date.

Mayor Fulks asked that City Manager be made aware of bad road |
condition in Dorchester and also ditch lines needed cleaning in East
Norton section near Sheldon Meade's residence.

On motion by Jim Humphreys, seconded by W,F. McElroy and carried by
unanimous vote, Council moved that Council meeting be moved from May 4th
to May 3rd due to election on May Lth.
